On April 20, 2005, the Bankruptcy Abuse Prevention and Consumer Protection Act of
2005 (the Act) was enacted into law; and

By Administrative Order 05-02, this Court adopted the Interim Rules approved by the
Judicial Conference of the United States to implement the Act and, by Administrative Order 06-
04, this Court later adopted a Revised Interim Rule 1007 approved by the Committee on Rules of
Practice and Procedure of the Judicial Conference; and

The Judicial Conference has approved new rules and amendments to the Federal Rules of
Bankruptcy Procedure, which will take effect on December 1, 2008. The new rules and
amendments implement the substantial and procedural changes to the Bankruptcy Code made by
the Act. With the exception of Interim Rule 5012, which is under study, the new rules and
amendments supersede the Interim Rules previously adopted by this Court, and the Judicial
Conference has requested repeal of the local adoption of the Interim Bankruptcy Rules.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that:

Pursuant to 28 U.S.C. section 2071, Rule 83 of the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure and
Rule 9029 of the Federal Rules of Bankruptcy Procedure, Administrative Order 06-04 is to be
repealed and Administrative Order 05-02 is to be repealed in part, effective December 1, 2008,
with the exception of Interim Rule 5012. For cases and proceedings not governed by the Act, the
Federal Rules of Bankruptcy Procedure and the Local Rules of this Court, other than Interim
Rule 5012, shall apply. Interim Rule 5012 shall remain in effect until further order of the court.
